INTRODUCTION 

BinLifters remove waste from wheelie bins into larger bulk dump bins in a manner that is safe and reduces repetitive 
strain injuries that occur from emptying wheelie bins manually by hand.  
  
BinLifter BLEH12 is powered by a rechargeable 12-volt battery which in conjunction with the hydraulic  
piston can lift a wheelie bin up to 150kg (330lb) in weight.   

The battery allows the BinLifter to be operated away from a power supply, such as for outdoor use.  
BLEH12 is capable of approximately 60 lifts per battery charge. 

BinLifter BLEH12 supports the use of 80L (21gal.), 120L (32gal.), 140L (37gal.) and 240L (64gal.) wheelie bins.  
BinLifter BLEH12 suits bulk dump bins up to 1500mm in height (floor to opening). 

ENVIROMENTAL PROTECTION 

Recycle unwanted materials instead of disposing of them as waste.

SAFETY 

When using any equipment such as the BinLifter, basic safety precautions should always be taken to reduce  
the risk of personal injury and damage to the unit. 

• ONLY OPERATE THE BINLIFTER IN ACCORDANCE TO THE OPERATING MANUAL 
BinLifters can cause injury to persons and damage to property if used incorrectly.  
Operating the BinLifter incorrectly or for any other purpose may void the warranty. 

• ALWAYS ACTIVATE TOTAL BRAKE ON CASTORS WHEN BINLIFTER IS STATIONARY 
The Total Brake ensures the BinLifter will not move unintentionally. 

• DO NOT EXCEED THE S.W.L (SAFE WORKING LOAD) OF THE BINLIFTER 
The S.W.L (Safe Working Load) of the unit is displayed on the unit.   

• USE CAUTION WHEN MOVING HEAVY (50+ KG) WHEELIE BINS 
Wheelie Bins can cause injury to persons when heavy.   
Never exceed the specified S.W.L of the wheelie bins. 

• DO NOT USE WHEELIE BINS THAT DO NOT FIT THE SUPPORTS ON THE BINLIFTER 
BinLifters support the use of specific wheelie bins.  Check your wheelie bins first before operation with the unit. 

• DO NOT USE DAMAGED OR SPLIT WHEELIE BINS 
Using damaged or split wheelie bins with the unit creates health and safety hazards.   
Immediately replace damaged bins to prevent injury to persons. 

• KEEP LID OF WHEELIE BINS CLOSED DURING OPERATION 
This prevents the contents of the wheelie bins falling out before they enter the bulk dump bin. 
Falling contents can cause injury to persons. 

• CONSIDER THE ENVIRONMENT YOU WORK IN 
The BinLifter can be used outdoors and withstand light rain.  
Do not leave the BinLifter outdoors unnecessarily.  
Ensure the ground is flat and does not have an incline greater than 6 
degrees. Do not place BinLifter near open flames, or sparks. 

• TAKE CAUTION DURING WINDY CONDITIONS 
Dust, liquids and other light waste can be blown away and cause injury to persons. 

• CHECK FOR DAMAGED OR MISSING PARTS 
Always check for damaged or missing parts before you operate the BinLifter. 
See the Parts Checklist and Operating Instructions section of this manual for more details. 

• KEEP BODY CLEAR OF MOVING PARTS ON BINLIFTER DURING OPERATION 
See Operating Instructions of this manual for more details. 
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• ENSURE THE IMMEDIATE AREA OF BINLIFTER IS CLEAR OF PERSONS OR OBJECTS  
DURING OPERATION 
Always check the area above and surrounding the BinLifter is clear.   

• DO NOT FORCE THE BINLIFTER 
The BinLifter will perform better and safer when operated correctly. 

• BURST HOSE PROTECTION VALVE 
This protection valve is built into the cylinder.  If the hose breaks, the yellow swing frame will stop immediately and 
remain in a fixed position.  Do not operate unit until a qualified technician has repaired or replaced the valve.   

• STAY ALERT 
Always watch what you are doing and the environment you are working in.   

• DISCONNECT AND TURN OFF BINLIFTER WHEN NOT IN USE 
When not operating or charging the unit, turn the unit off and remove the key to prevent accidental operation 
of the unit or unintentional use of the battery. 

• CHARGE THE BATTERY OF THE BINLIFTER WITH APPROVED POWER SUPPLY ONLY  
BLEH12 uses standard 240 Volt, 10 Amp power to recharge the battery. 

• NEVER USE THE BINLIFTER WHILE CHARGING THE BATTERY 

• BE AWARE OF BATTERY ACID 
Do not get on skin, eyes or clothing.  If contact occurs, wash area with water and seek medical assistance immediately. 

• MAINTAINANCE OF HYDRAULIC OR ELECTRIC PARTS MUST ONLY BE PERFORMED 
BY QUALIFIED TECHNICIANS 

• IF IN DOUBT OF OPERATION, CONSULT YOUR IMMEDIATE SUPERVISOR OR NATIONAL SALES 
REPRESENTATIVE 

LOOKING AFTER THE BINLIFTER 

To ensure the BinLifter continues to perform, these maintenance duties must be completed.   

• CLEAN THE BINLIFTER WITH SOAP AND WATER 
The contents of bins used on the BinLifter will sometimes remain on the chute after operation.   
Only clean the BinLifter when the unit is OFF and disconnected from power. 
Cover the power box (No 5) and power leads (No 9) with waterproof material (i.e. plastic sheeting) whilst washing the 
BinLifter, especially with pressurized water hoses. 
Clean the BinLifter frequently to prevent the buildup of waste. 

• ALWAYS STORE THE BINLIFTER IN A DRY, ENCLOSED, FLAT FLOORED 
AREA Store the BinLifter when it is not in use or is in maintenance. 
Do not store on flooring with an incline greater than 6 degrees. 

• CHARGE THE BATTERY 
Charge frequently and after the BinLifter has been used. 

• ACTIVATE THE TOTAL BRAKES ON THE CASTORS WHEN BINLIFTER IS STATIONARY 
The Total Brakes ensure the BinLifter will not move unintentionally. 

• CHECK OIL AND BATTERY LEVELS 
In frequent use (60 or more lifts a day), check weekly.  In infrequent use, check monthly. 
See Installation, page 7 of this manual for details. 
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UNPACKING THE BINLIFTER 

On receiving your BinLifter, immediately move it to a dry, enclosed 
area with flat flooring. 

BinLifters are commonly packed onto wooden pallets and secured with 
steel bands and/or plastic wrapping.  
Commonly they are also protected with cardboard or wooden sheets.  
(Fig 1.0) 

When unpacking the BinLifter, use appropriate tools that will minimize 
the risk of injury to person(s) or damage to unit(s).  
The following tools and equipment are suggested; 

1. Protective gloves 
2. Claw hammer 
3. Steel shears 
4. Packing knife 

Remove the outer packaging (commonly steel bands)  
following through to the inner layer of packaging (cardboard/plastic wrapping).  

Once the packing is cleared and only the BinLifter unit is remaining on the 
pallet, ensure the castor total brakes are deactivated (fig 2.0 page 7). 
Slowly roll the unit off the pallet, pushing the unit by the stationary frame  
(No 3) from the castor end (No 1). It is recommended that two people carry out  
this task to ensure safety of persons and the unit (fig 1.1).  
Ensure there are no persons standing in front of the BinLifter during this task. 

The Castors (No 1) and Wheels (No 2) may have plastic protective wrapping 
on them. Remove plastic wrapping by peeling. 

Note: Do not use a sharp object to cut the plastic,  
you may damage the wheel. 

Cut or remove any tape or plastic ties that are securing the Power Lead (No 9) 
or Control Pendant Lead (No 10) and unwind to full length.  

Note: Store the leads by winding and sitting on top of the power box (No 5). 
Do not wind or fix leads to the yellow swing frame or parts attached 
to  the yellow swing frame (No 4)  . 

An envelope (No 15, Fig 1.2) with 2 keys and a black threaded Breather cap are 
provided with the BLEH12 unit.   Retain these items. 

Note: These are necessary to operate the BinLifter. 
(Supervisors are recommended to separate one key from the  
other and store it in a safe, secure place.) Fig 1.2 Breather Cap and Keys found

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FIRST CHECKS AND INSTALLATION 

DO NOT connect power until checks completed  

When BinLifter is in storage, maintenance or installation,  
store unit in a dry, enclosed area with flat flooring.   

Always activate the Total Brakes on the castors  
(No 1, fig 2.0b) when unit is stationary. 

FIRST CHECKS 

Check each of the following parts and ensure each is 
secured.  To check, try and turn or pull each item by hand.   
Each item should be secured to ensure they do not detach  
from the unit during operation.

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INSTALLATION 

Note:  Never remove cover with power connected. 

Remove the Power Box (No 5) cover by unscrewing the black plastic  Lock-
ing knob (No 6, fig 2.1) and sliding it off completely from the Power Box. 
Store the cover in enclosed dry area while preparing the unit.  

Replace the Brass Cap on the oil reserve (fig 2.2) with the black Breather 
Cap found in the envelope (No 15). 
A wrench may be necessary to remove the Brass Cap. 

Note:  Retain the Brass Cap.  If the BinLifter is undergoing 
transport (shipping, truck/train etc) re-fit the Brass Cap onto 
oil reserve. This prevents spillage of oil during transportation.  

Check battery level. 
To check the battery level, remove the black battery caps (fig 2.2)  
and see level of water against mark.   
If below mark, fill with distilled water up to the mark. 

Check oil level.  
Unscrew the black Breather cap (or Brass cap) on the oil reserve and  
see level of oil.  If oil does not cover oil pump, refill with Hydraulic oil 
(ISOB32 grade; Mobil, Shell, BP and Exxon sell this grade of oil). 
The capacity of the oil reserve is 3 litres. 

Before first operation ensure both of these levels are full. 

Ensure all caps on battery and oil reserve are refitted and secure before  
replacing Power Box cover. 

Note: Battery and oil levels should be checked weekly during frequent 
use. 
Be aware of battery acid. Do not get on skin, eyes or clothing.  If 
contact with acid occurs, wash area with water and seek medical 
assistance immediately.   
Never place battery near open flames or sparks. 

Replace the Power Box cover onto the Power Box and secure into place with  
the black Locking knob (No 6, fig 2.1). 

CHARGING THE BATTERY 

Note: Remember;  
Do not allow the battery to go flat. 
When flat, the battery will not recharge and will render BinLifter inoperable. 
The battery will not recharge and is considered flat when the voltage is  
below 9 Volts. 

Connect Power Lead (No 9) to a standard single phase 240 Volt 10 Amp  
power outlet. 

Turn power ON at outlet.

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Take key from envelope and insert into Power Box key slot (fig 2.3). 

Turn key in slot right to ‘CHARGE’   

Allow battery to charge for at least 2 hours before first operation. 

Whilst in ‘OFF’ mode the voltmeter (fig 2.4) will always indicate below 8 VOLTS. 
Whilst in ‘CHARGE’ or ‘ON’ mode the voltmeter will indicate the voltage 
in the battery. 

After initial charge of battery, turn key to ‘OFF’ mode and turn  
power OFF at outlet.   

Remove Power Lead from power outlet and secure lead to BinLifter on 
stationary frame. 

Ensure lead does not drag or is tangled in the moving parts of the unit. 

Note:  Recharge the battery when the BinLifter is not in use. 

MOVING THE BINLIFTER 

Note: Always ensure path of travel is clear of people and obstacles.  
Always have swing frame at rest position (fig 3.10b, page 13) before moving.  
Do not move with wheelie bin attached. 
Do not stand in front of the BinLifter, only stand as shown or to either 
side of the BinLifter. 

To move the BinLifter always follow these steps to ensure safety of operators 
and the BinLifter.   

Deactivate the Total Brake on the castors.  

Hold the BinLifter by the stationary frame (No. 3) at the castors end. 

Push the BinLifter in the desired direction slowly (fig 2.5). 

EVERYUSE CHECKS 

Before operating the BinLifter, these following checks should always be made. 

· AREA CLEAR OF PERSONS AND OBSTACLES  

· BATTERY VOLTAGE OK 

· TOTAL BRAKES ON CASTORS FUNCTIONING  

· LEADS AND CABLES UNDAMAGED AND UNTANGLED 

· GROUND IS FLAT (MAX 6 °°°° SLOPE) AT SITE OF OPERATION 
· VISUAL INSPECTION OF UNIT, ENSURE NO PARTS  

ARE MISSING, DAMAGED AND/OR UNSECURED
